 EstuaryLive is a one of a kind educational program.  The fi eld trips offered throughout the two-
day exploration allow teachers to bring estuaries into the classroom.  These interactive, “next best 
thing to an actual trip to an estuary,” fi eld trips, provide students with an exciting and new way to 
learn about these unique ecosystems.
